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Ten papers presented as plenary talks  at the conference, “Wilderness Science in a Time
of Change,”  are included. Topics include: the influence of global change on wilderness and
its management; contemporary criticisms and celebrations of the wilderness idea; the
capacity of science to meet the challenges and opportunities wilderness presents; wilderness
in relation to biological conservation and the human experience of wilderness; and fundamen-
tal dilemmas of wilderness management.
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
