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“A wilderness, in contrast to those areas where man and his works dominate the landscape, is hereby recognized as an area where the earth and its community of life are untrammeled by man, where man himself is a visitor who does not remain.”           With those words, the Wilderness Act of 1964 established the National Wilderness Preservation System (NWPS), and designated the first 54 wildernesses: 9.1 million acres in 13 states.
