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The following procedures will be used in the event of a wildfire in the identified FSRZ.   
NO INTITAL ATTACK FIRE FIGHTERS ARE TO BE ASSIGNED ON THE GROUND.  Initial Attack will consist of helicopter suppression (bucket or tanked).   A water source outside the FSRZ will be used.  The ponds at the mine site will NOT be used. 

Fire Observers/Monitors/IC may be allowed to observe the fire on the ground with approval of the District Ranger or the District FMO.   
Initial Attack -- Dispatch Actions:

1) Dispatch helicopter with bucket.

2) Establish a separate P number.

3) Order air tanker if in Staffing Class 4 or 5.  Review order with District Duty Officer.

4) Duty Officer to determine the need for a fixed wing or light helicopter for aerial observation.  
.
5) Duty Officer to determine need for an aerial observer, air attack, or incident commander (ICT4 or 3).   If aerial supervision is dispatched, request that a camera or video camera be used to gather information.
6) Notify the following individuals or their designated acting:

· Forest Supervisor 
· Forest FMO 
· Libby District Ranger 
· Libby District FMO
7) Order a Type I or Type II helicopter (restricted category, ok) when bucket work is expected to continue into the next operational period or when other fires in the KDC zone require helicopter support.  

8) Order a dip site observer (with radio) when no other on-site personnel (ground or air) are planned.
9) Contact the EPA, CDM, or VOLPE.  Advise them of the fire, request a primary contact and all contact information.  Only one contact listed below needs to be contacted by the Kootenai NF.
